Resident involvement is key
to public safety

Management Department

As part of its ongoing out-
reach with police and other
government agencies, the
MVF Government Relations
Department sponsored its
quarterly meeting with com-
munity managers and Officer
Diane Tillery of the Mont-
gomery County Police De-
partment. Discussion fo-
cused on improving security
around the Village and on
strengthening the relation-
ships between communities
and the police department.
All MVF community manag-
ers and the manager of Cider
Mill attended. Tillery re-
quested the community man-
agers that pass along the fol-
lowing points to the resi-
dents:

NOTIFY THE POLICE

Residents who experience
crime or witness suspicious
activity should call the police
first, whether or not their com-
munity has private security.
To report an emergency, resi-
dents should call 911. To re-

port a non-emergency, resi-
dents should call 301-279-
8000. Residents may report
an incident in three ways:

e With complete contact
information and a request that
a police officer respond di-
rectly to the resident’s house.

* Anonymously; however,
these calls may be given low
priority by the police, because
they have no one with whom
to follow up.

* "Reluctantly.” This is the
police term for residents who
do not want their identity to
be distributed and who do not
want to be visited by the po-
lice at their home. By provid-
ing their own contact infor-
mation, however, residents
are available to police if the
police need more information
or details. The police have en-
couraged residents to always
provide their contact infor-
mation as it is helpful to offic-
ers in the event they have
questions. They have assured
us that the identity of “reluc-
tant” callers is not released.

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Proposed state legislation

The following are bills that
would impact condominium
and homeowners associa-
tions:

HB 42 - Home Financial Ac-
countability Act of 2008

The bill clarifies the avail-
ability of books and records
kept by or on behalf of common
ownership communities for in-
spection by a member, unit
owner, lot owner, mortgagees
or authorized agents or attor-
neys. The bill also allows the
majority of aquorum of a board
or other governing body that
held a meeting in closed ses-
sion to approve unsealing for
public inspection the minutes
of the meeting; repeals author-
ity of a common ownership
community to impose a rea-
sonable charge on a person re-
viewing books and records.

This bill is being re-drafted
to include amendments pro-
posed and passed by the Mary-
land Senate in 2007, when the
bill failed at the last moments
of the session, due to timing
constraints. The amendments
make provision for the follow-
ing:

* an association to send re-
quested information via mail,
electronic transmission or per-
sonal delivery within 21 days
after receipt of request;

¢ information on individual
salaries, wages, bonuses and
other compensation paid to of-
ficers;

¢ charges imposed for copy-
ing books and records may not
exceed the prevailing average
charge by commercial copying
services in the community; and

* a charge for supervising the
inspection of books and records
or for the retrieval, preparation
and mailing or delivery of re-
quested information may not
exceed the actual cost of provid-
ing those services, including the
cost of labor.

HB 71 - Condominiums - So-
lar Panels - Restrictive Cov-
enants

The bill prevents a condo-
minium association from creat-
ing restrictive covenants to pro-
hibit installation of solar panels
on rooftops and exterior build-
ing envelopes.

Concerns expressed about
this bill relate to allowing con-
dominium unit owners install-
ing private property on common
elements.

HB 84 - Homeowners Asso-
ciations and Municipalities -
Solar Collection Panels - Regu-
lation

The bill prohibits a home-
owners association from pass-
ing a recorded covenant, restric-
tion or provision that imposes

unreasonable restrictions on
a lot owner installing a solar
collection panel. The original
draft of the bill will be
amended to make provision
for a homeowners associa-
tion to create guidelines for
size, shape and installation
of solar panels.

HB 117 - Real Property -
Installation of Solar Panels -
Clarification and Solar Ease-
ment

The bill prohibits a
homeowners association or
condominium association
from imposing unreasonable

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At the Village Center, change is in the air

I was in the Village Center
Giant the other day. Years
ago, when I was in college, I
worked there as a manager-
in-training. I remember it was
the place to be. Every cash
register was going and there
were long lines of customers.
Of course, there was nothing
else out here then. It was the
Village’s first grocery store
and it was a big deal, a very
big deal.

Times have changed, and
there were rumors that the
Village Center Giant was go-
ing to close down. Now, with
the Safeway on Odendhal
suddenly shuttered, we're
hearing that Giant manage-
ment is taking a “wait and
see” approach. Business has
picked up, perhaps from cus-
tomers who used to go to the
Odendhal Safeway. We've
also heard that Giant manag-
ers are adjusting their busi-
ness plans in light of the
changes taking place around
this store.

Among the changes that
may have influenced their
decision-making: The new
CVS will open mid- to late
March with a 24-hour drive
through pharmacy. The
YMCA site on Stedwick Road
will undergo demolition in
the next month or so. We hope
to hear soon about the stores
that will go in at that location.
There are even rumors that the
owner of the main part of the

Village Center may be willing
to consider a makeover.

In line with these develop-
ments, the Montgomery Vil-
lage Foundation has begun to
work on a Village Center vi-
sion. With the help of the
Presidents’” Council, a group
of residents, assisted by Foun-
dation staff, will be meeting
to develop a vision of what the
Village Center could be. A
Montgomery Village resident
who is an architect with re-
tail experience has gener-
ously offered to assist on this
project.

Along with the good news,
there is at least one develop-
ment that bears careful moni-
toring.

credit cards

Effective July 1, 2008

Fee change for assessments paid with

As of Oct. 1, 2005, HB 282 became law, authorizing homeowners associations to charge
for accepting assessment payments via credit cards. The synopsis of the bill follows:

“Authorizing a homeowners association to charge a person an electronic payment fee if the
person elects to pay the homeowners association with a credit card or debit card; limiting the
electronic payment fee to a specified amount; requiring a homeowners association to provide notice
that an electronic payment fee will be charged; etc.”

Currently, Montgomery Village homeowners who elect to pay assessments with a credit
card are being charged a flat $2 fee that is added to the assessment payment. To help defray
the cost to the Montgomery Village Foundation for credit card processing, beginning July 1,
2008, Montgomery Village homeowners who elect to pay assessments with a credit card
will be charged a flat $6 fee. This fee will not exceed the amount that MVF is charged for
accepting payments via credit or debit cards.

Montgomery County Execu-
tive Isiah Leggett announced
Feb. 19 a major reorganization
within county government - a
move that will improve ac-

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countability, provide a
sharper focus on customer
service and environmental
protection and elevate the role
of homeland security and
emergency management.

“I am convinced that reor-
ganizing several county func-
tions will help to refocus our
government’s efforts and
make it more public service-
oriented, user-friendly and
accessible,” said Leggett. "I'm
enthusiastic about making
our customer service more ef-
fective and the county more
responsive and accountable.

“We've created a new De-
partment of Transportation
whose focus will be to move
people and vehicles within a
network of transit, roads,
bikeways and pedestrian fa-
cilities. I want this department
to focus like a laser beam on
helping county residents get
where they want to go more
easily.”

The Reorganization, Re-
structuring and Realignment
Work Group was appointed
in July 2007. The objectives of
the work group were to create
a more efficient and effective
organization with a greater
focus on public service and
accessibility and for the reor-
ganization to remain cost neu-
tral.

The highlights of the reor-
ganization are:

* Creation of the new De-
partment of Transportation
(DOT) that includes capital
transportation projects, traffic
engineering and parking
management, transit services
and highway maintenance
and operations;

* Creation of the Depart-
ment of General Services
(DGS) that includes the Office
of Procurement, the Small
Business Reserve Program
from the Department of Eco-
nomic Development, Fleet
Management Services from the
current Department of Public
Works and Transportation
(DPWT), Facilities and Ser-

vices from DPWT, plus Capi-
tal Design and Construction
and Comprehensive Planning;

* Transfer of the Division of
Solid Waste from DPWT to the
Department of Environmental
Protection;

¢ Abolish the Department of
Homeland Security and estab-
lish the Office of Emergency
Management and Homeland
Security in the offices of the
county executive; and

 Transfer the responsibil-
ity for facility security and ex-
ecutive protection from the De-
partment of Homeland Secu-
rity to the Montgomery County
Police Department.

The proposed reorganiza-
tion will:

* Improve customer focus,
service delivery and account-
ability.

* Enhance mission align-
ment.

* Improve responsiveness,
efficiency and effectiveness.

* Establish a single depart-
ment with the sole focus of
moving people and vehicles
within a balanced, coordinated
and safe network of transit,
roads, bikeways and pedes-
trian facilities.

* Improve environmental
sustainability and advance
“green” programs to reduce
carbon impacts on the environ-
ment.

¢ Establish a single depart-
ment for internal government
support to proactively serve
employees and county depart-
ments.

* Improve the county’s fa-
cility planning and asset man-
agement practices.

* Enhance coordination
and accountability for emer-
gency planning.

¢ Consolidate and unite the
protection of county facilities,
employees and visitors within
the mission of a single depart-
ment.

If approved by the Mont-
gomery County Council, the
changes are expected to be-
come effective July 1.

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Police investigate serious
vehicle collision

Detectives from the Mont-
gomery County Police Colli-
sion Reconstruction Unit are
investigating a personal injury
collision that occurred Feb. 14
in Gaithersburg. A passenger
in one of the vehicles involved
in the collision later died from
the injuries she received.

At approximately 4:49 p.m.
on Feb. 14, 6" District officers
and fire rescue personnel re-
sponded to the report of a seri-
ous personal injury collision at
the intersection of Airpark
Road and Muncaster Mill
Road in Gaithersburg.

The preliminary investiga-
tion revealed that the driver of
a 2005 Nissan Murano was
traveling northbound on Air-
park Road just north of
Muncaster Mill Road. The
Nissan passed a 1994 Honda
Civic, driven by 36-year-old
Daniel Patrick Boyland of the
10000 block of Shelldrake
Circle in Damascus, and was
attempting to move over into
the lane where the Civic was
traveling. The Nissan hadn’t
completely passed the Civic
when the vehicles struck. That
collision caused the driver of

the Nissan to lose control and
cross over the grassy median
into the southbound lanes. The
Nissan struck a 2005 Chevrolet
Silverado traveling south-
bound on Airpark Road head
on. The Silverado was driven
by James Hunters Viers, age 58,
of the 14000 block of Spring
Meadow Drive in Darnestown.
Both the driver and passen-
ger of the Nissan were trans-
ported to Suburban Hospital.
The passenger, identified as
Sandra Taylor, age 57, of the
20000 block of Seabrook Drive
in Montgomery Village, was
treated at Suburban Hospital
and a short time later suc-
cumbed to her injuries. The
driver, identified as Paul Tay-
lor, age 57, of the same block
address, was later transferred
to Baltimore Shock Trauma
where he remains in stable
condition. Boyland was treated
and released for non-life-
threatening injuries. Viers did
not require medical treatment.
Anyone who may have wit-
nessed this collision is asked
to call the Collision Reconstruc-
tion Unit at 301-840-2435. The
investigation is continuing.

Consumer Protection charges unlicensed home improvement
contractor, gives consumers

Following an investiga-
tion by Montgomery County’s
Office of Consumer Protection
(OCP), an arrest warrant has
been obtained for an unli-
censed home improvement
contractor who was paid
$82,500 but failed to provide
the agreed upon services. The
warrant, issued on Jan.17,
charges Cesar Suazo Rivera
of Falls Church, Va., with act-
ing as a home improvement
contractor without the re-
quired license, abandoning
the job and felony theft.

The charges arose follow-
ing a complaint filed by a con-
sumer who had contracted
with Rivera to build an addi-
tion to a home. After Rivera
received a check for $82,500
to start the job, the only work
performed was the partial re-
moval of a fence and the de-
livery of some building mate-
rials. During the delivery of
the materials, the consumer’s
home was damaged. Several
weeks later, Rivera returned
and demanded another
$30,000 before starting the

project. The consumer re-
fused and subsequently filed
a complaint with OCP.

OCP’s investigation re-
vealed that Rivera is cur-
rently wanted in Fairfax
County for two counts of prac-
ticing a profession without a
license and one count of at-
tempted abduction and mali-
cious wounding. Rivera has
refused to cooperate by turn-
ing himself into police. Any-
one with information on
Rivera’s whereabouts should
contact their local police de-
partment.

Maryland law requires
that home improvement con-
tractors be licensed by the
Maryland Home Improve-
ment Commission (MHIC).
This requirement protects the
consumer by screening con-
tractors for criminal records,
requiring them to have trade
experience and testing con-
tractors to ensure they know
how to comply with Mary-
land’s home improvement
laws. Most importantly, con-
sumers can file a claim of up

tips on hiring contractors

to $15,000 from the Home Im-
provement Guaranty Fund if
they suffer a loss when doing
business with a licensed con-
tractor.

“An increasing number of
unlicensed home improve-
ment contractors also have
criminal histories,” said OCP
Director Eric Friedman. "It
can be potentially dangerous
to hire unlicensed contrac-
tors. We continue to work
closely with the state’s attor-
ney in prosecuting these
cases.”

OCP advises consumers
never to hire an unlicensed
contractor. Consumers
should follow these steps be-
fore contracting for any home
improvement work:

1. Contact the Maryland
Home Improvement Commis-
sion at 410-230-6309 or online
at www.dllr.state.md.us to see
if a firm is licensed. (Don’t be
fooled if the contractor only
has a “business” license from
the Circuit Court, as opposed
toa Home Improvement Com-
mission License issued by the

State Department of Labor,
Licensing and Regulation.)

2. Check to see if any com-
plaints have been filed
against the contractor with
the Office of Consumer Pro-
tection by calling 240-777-
3636 or go online to
www.montgomerycountymd.gov/
consumer. Also check with the
Better Business Bureau at 202-
393-8000 or online at
www.dc.bbb.org. Consult
Checkbook Magazine at local
public libraries or online at
www.checkbook.org for recom-
mendations regarding good
contractors.

3. Check the Maryland Ju-
diciary Case Search online at
http://casesearch.courts.state.
md.us/inquiry/inquiry-
index.jsp to see if an indi-
vidual is involved in any le-
gal actions.

4. Beware of any contrac-
tors who solicit business by
saying that they have mate-
rial left over from another job
in the area and can give you a
good price. This is a classic
sign that the contractor may

be unlicensed and just pass-
ing through the area.

5. Read OCP’s brochure,
Guide to Home Improvements,
before selecting a contractor.
By law, a contractor must pro-
vide a written contract stating
the contractor’s license num-
ber and cannot charge a
down payment that exceeds
33 percent of the total job.

OCP, the county’s con-
sumer protection agency, in-
vestigates thousands of com-
plaints each year involving
automotive sales and repairs,
new home purchases, home
improvements, credit issues,
retail sales, Internet services
and most other consumer
transactions. OCP provides
pre-purchase information to
consumers, as well as speak-
ers to the community on con-
sumer issues.

The seasoned review staff processes
property improvement request forms
and prepares them for review by the
Architectural Review Board (ARB).
A professional design consultant, who
specializes in finding replacement
materials for aging communities, is
staffed within the department and
maintains a database of replacement
materials, which serves as a resource for
staff. This is especially important since
Montgomery Village is a 40-year-old
aging community and original exterior
materials may be obsolete.

limitations on solar collection
panels. The bill also establishes
the right of a unit owner or a lot
owner to obtain a solar ease-
ment from a neighboring prop-
erty.

Concerns expressed relate to
concern about condominium
unit owners placing private
property on common elements.
In a condominium, unit owners
own their units and an undi-
vided percentage interest in the
common elements. In most
cases, the roof and exterior of the
building are considered com-
mon elements. Some concerns
have also been expressed about
issues related to the granting of
solar easements among prop-
erty owners.

HB 195 - Common Owner-
ship Communities - Reserve
Study

The bill requires condo-
minium and homeowners asso-
ciation boards to perform a re-
serve study every five years, dis-
tribute findings to all owners
and annually review results of
the reserve study.

HB 993/SB 291 - Condo-
miniums and Homeowners As-
sociations - Assessments and
Reserves

The bill requires a reserve
study to be performed every five
years, but also requires the an-
nual budget of a condominium
association or homeowners as-

sociation to provide for re-
serves.

HB 365/SB 216 - Recorda-
tion of Instruments Securing
Mortgage Loans and Foreclo-
sure of Mortgages and Deeds
of Trust on Residential Prop-
erty

The bill prohibits an action
to foreclose a mortgage or deed
of trust on residential property
from being filed until 90 days
after default and 45 days after
a notice of intent to foreclose is
sent. The bill prohibits the fore-
closure sale of a residential
property from occurring until
45 days after service.

HB 486 - Homeowners As-
sociation - Meeting

The bill changes specified
types of meetings of a
homeowners association to be
open to all members to include
a meeting called by another
person or entity that is not a
regularly scheduled meeting,
but is called to discuss matters
relevant to a homeowners as-
sociation.

HB 645 - Maryland Con-
tract Lien Act - Foreclosure

The bill alters the period
within which an action to fore-
close a lien created under the
Maryland Contract Lien Act
shall be brought from three to
12 years.

HB 646 - Condominiumns -
Property Insurance Deductible
- Unit Owner - Responsibil-
ity

The bill alters the amount
of property insurance deduct-
ible that a unit owner of a con-
dominium may be responsible
for from $1,000 to $10,000. It
makes provision for an insur-
ance deductible amount ex-
ceeding the $10,000 responsi-
bility of the unit owner to be a
common expense.

HB 682/SB 874 - Condo-
miniums and Homeowners
Associations - Foreclosures -
Imposition of and Liability for
Liens

The bill provides that a
grantee who obtains a title to a
condominium unit or a lot in
a homeowners association in
a foreclosure sale is jointly and
severally liable with the unit
owners, or the lot owner, for
up to six months of assess-
ments under a lien imposed for
assessments due.

HB 686 - Condominiumns -
Rules and Regulations - Simok-
ing

The bill allows a council of
unit owners to adopt rules and
regulations to regulate the
smoking of tobacco products
in the common areas of a con-
dominium association that are
at least as stringent as the pro-

visions of the Clean Indoor Air
Act.

HB 998 - Common Owner-
ship Communities - Obliga-
tion, Allocation or Expenditure
- Required Approval

The bill adds a requirement
to the rules governing adop-
tion of the budget of a council
of unit owners to include a fi-
nancial obligation, the alloca-
tion of a year-end operating
surplus or a total expenditure
for an entire capital project that
exceeds 5 percent of the oper-
ating budget to be approved by
a simple majority of the unit
owners of the condominium at
a meeting of the council of unit
owners under the voting pro-
cedures that are used to elect
the governing body. The bill
includes a similar provision for
homeowner associations.

HB 1053/SB 588 - Common
Ownership Communities - Fi-

delity Bond Coverage

The bill requires the govern-
ing or managing bodies of a
condominium or homeowners
association to execute a fidel-
ity bond in an amount of at
least three months of gross
common charges.

SB 17 - Real Property -
Foreclosures - Notices to
Record Owners

The bill alters the times by
which certain notices of fore-
closure are required to be sent
to a record owner.

HB 326 - Sales and Use Tax
- Computer Services

There have been 17 bills
introduced to partially repeal
and/or exempt certain catego-
ries of computer services from
the 6 percent service tax that
was applied to computer ser-
vices during the Special Ses-
sion of the Maryland General
Assembly in November 2007.

Residential property
inspections start March 1

MVEF Architectural Stan-
dards Compliance Specialists
will perform residential prop-
erty inspections from March 1
through Nov. 1. These inspec-
tions are part of an initiative
by the MVF Board of Directors
to maintain property values
throughout Montgomery Vil-
lage by determining if the ex-
terior of residential properties
complies with the community
architectural criteria and with
approved policies for the Vil-
lage as a whole.

Each Montgomery Village
community has specific ar-
chitectural criteria that must
be followed when making ex-
terior changes to the house or
property. Each set of criteria
can be found on the MVF web
site at www.montgomery
village.com.

Any exterior change must
receive written approval from
MVF and its Architectural
Review Board prior to work
on a project being started.
Contact the MVF Architec-
tural Standards staff at

301-948-0110, ext. 351, 355 or
311 for assistance before start-
ing any exterior home im-
provement projects.

It is important for all
homeowners to be involved in
the application process and
in the completion of their own
exterior project. Homeowners
are solely responsible for
making certain the projects
are completed as approved,
not the contractors.

The Architectural Stan-
dards inspections will not
include any modifications
made on community property
or the general maintenance of
private residences such as
trash, grass, faded or chipped
and peeling paint, rotted
wood, broken window panes,
cluttered yards, etc. These is-
sues will be handled by indi-
vidual homes corporations.

Compliance with the Ar-
chitectural Covenant is im-
portant to all homeowners in
order to maintain an attrac-
tive appearance and curb ap-
peal for each property.
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Setting the record straight: knowing who to call at MVF

Understanding differences between Community Management and Architectural Standards

It is not unusual for our
Judies in Architectural Stan-
dards to get a call from a resi-
dent inquiring about sidewalk
repair or snow removal. On the
other hand, it's not unusual for
the good folks in Community
Management to receive a call
about some desired exterior
change to a residence. Alas,
the first call will need to be

transferred to Community
Management and the second
to Architectural Standards.

To help clarify for our read-
ers the responsibility of each
department, we're placing the
FAQs for each department
side-by-side. We hope this will
help to make each depart-
ment’'s responsibilities more
readily apparent.

In the meantime, a good
way to help differentiate the de-
partments is as follows:

Q: I want to get rid of some
old furniture. How do I do that?

A:In most of the homes
corporations managed by the
MVF, the trash contract in-
cludes a provision for two to
four “bulk” pick ups per year
for each household (depend-
ing on the community) at no
additional charge. Condo-
miniums have different ar-
rangements, so contact your
community manager.

These bulk pick ups must
be scheduled by calling
ahead to the trash contractor:

* East Village, Eastgate,
Stedwick and Whetstone:

* Maryland Place and
Middle Village: Ecology Ser-
vices — 301-330-3207

e Patton Ridge: J&J Inc. —

Note that the following
items cannot be removed by the
trash contractor as bulk trash:

e Appliances: These must
be recycled. Call Montgomery
County at 240-777-6410 to
schedule a pick up; call no later
than 9:30 a.m. on the business
day before collection day to
schedule the pick up.

* Hide-a-beds: These may
look like sofas, but the metal
parts inside can damage trash
trucks and should be recycled.
It's best if residents can disas-
semble the hide-a-bed and call
for pick up of the metal by recy-
cling and the sofa portion by
the trash company.

* Automotive parts/tires:
These should be taken to the
Montgomery County Waste
Transfer Station. Neither the
recycling contractor nor the
trash contractor can remove
them.

Q: Why do I need to apply for
vinyl siding when I am using the
same color that is on my house
now?

A: First, there are very few
colors of vinyl siding to
choose from and many colors
to choose from in paints. The
color of the vinyl siding may
appear to match the paint
color on your house, but sid-
ing colors can be very deceiv-
ing. Also, this may be a very
good opportunity to perhaps
change or update your exist-
ing house colors. Trim details
are also important and nec-
essary to maintain. Please in-
dicate whether or not you are
planning to wrap your trim
when you install vinyl siding.
On the application, all mate-
rials including manufacturer,
profile and proposed colors
must be listed for review. If
you are unsure about color

selections, indicate this on the
application so that color se-
lections may be provided for
you.

Q: If L apply to the ARB, how
long do I have to wait for an an-
swer?

A: The Architectural Re-
view Board meetings are held
twice a month-the first and
third Wednesday of each
month. Applications must be
turned into the Foundation
office Thursday by 5 p.m.
prior to the meeting date. The
decision is mailed to each resi-
dent following the meeting
date. If you would like a
prompt answer, you may call
the Foundation office follow-
ing the meeting date. Please
call no earlier than 10 a.m. so
that we can organize the ap-
plications and better serve
you.

STEDWICK SIGNALS

Good neighbor rules adopted

by Bing Garthright

Almost everyone living in
Stedwick’s neighborhoods
finds pleasant neighbors
and a delightful environ-
ment. Unfortunately, in a
few locations, one or two
residents become problem
neighbors. Stedwick’s cov-
enants state that “no noxious
or offensive activity shall be
conducted on the property of
a Private Dwelling Unit ...”
Stedwick may likewise regu-
late activities on our common
properties. The Stedwick
board has adopted its first
specific policy to deal with
noxious activities that have
frustrated some residents in
the enjoyment of their neigh-
borhoods.

The new policy may be
read in full on Stedwick’s
web site. The policy applies
both to private property and
to Stedwick’s common prop-
erty such as streets, parking
lots, green space, walkways
and tot lots. A brief summary
follows here.

The policy defines “nox-
ious or offensive activity” as
“activities, whether verbal,
physical (overt, or silent),
that cause, have caused, or
reasonably have the poten-
tial to cause damage to com-
munity property, damage to

private property, unreasonable
hazard to the health or safety
of residents and visitors, or the
impairment of any resident’s
right to the peaceful enjoyment
of their private property or
community property.”

Three specific examples are
spelled out in the policy, be-
cause these are the greatest
concerns at present. The policy
is not confined just to these
three, however.

(1) Noise concerns on pri-
vate and common property:
loud, disturbing or objection-
able noises, speech, vehicle
noises or music in a manner
that disturbs other residents.
In addition, quiet hours are
defined as times when noise
limitation is especially impor-
tant. They are after 9 p.m. Sun-
day through Thursday, after
11 p.m. Friday and Saturday,
before 7 a.m. Monday through
Friday and before 9 a.m. on
Saturday and Sunday.

(2) Public intoxication on
Stedwick’s common properties.

(3) On private and common
property, threatening, physi-
cally assaulting or harassing
“others in the community,”
including Stedwick security,
management and mainte-
nance staff or contractors. Ha-
rassing also includes bodily
obstructing the street, parking
lot or pedestrian walkways.

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This policy will be imple-
mented later this year, after
hearing comments from resi-
dents and from interested
parties in the Montgomery
Village Foundation. Some re-
visions might be made as a
result of that feedback. A mail-
ing will go out to all residents
in the near future.

The Stedwick Homes Cor-
poration has no desire to regu-
late minor issues of behavior,
and no desire to replace po-
lice enforcement. All residents
should call the Montgomery
County Department of Police
first if observing any unlaw-
ful activity. A second call can
g0 to our security contractor,
American Protective Services.
The new policy is only in-
tended to complement and
enhance the efforts of our po-
lice and security profession-
als.

We will first try to resolve
most violations of this policy
the same way we try to re-
solve all violations—with
voluntary compliance. Our
objective is to continue the
good neighboring that has
been a tradition here in
Stedwick.

All other things being
equal, which family is going
to have the greater expense in
maintaining their house —the
family with a 2,000 sq. ft.

RECENT BOARD
ACTIONS

Many activities take place
behind the scenes when it
comes to taking care of East
Village. For instance, the board
requested that the property
manager contact the MVF col-
lections department to
provide information about the
increase in delinquencies in
East Village. In the past few
years, residents have some-
times held off paying their
quarterly assessments during
the winter months. But, when
the pools would open in the
summer, residents would pay
their assessments in order to
use the pools throughout
Montgomery Village. This year,
there is a marked increase in
delinquencies. Board members
have speculated that some resi-
dents may be hurting due to
the sub-prime loan crisis and
the increase in foreclosures in
the housing market.

In other actions, the board
approved the designation of a
handicapped parking space in
one community. It also di-
rected that a dividing line
painted on Laurel Valley Lane
from Lewisberry Drive to the
intersection with Vanilla Leaf
Court.

On more personal matters,
the board sent a thank you let-
ter to Sharon Levine, MVF Di-
rector of Government Rela-
tions, because of all her hard
work in dealing with recent
legislative items at the Mont-
gomery County Council and
State of Maryland Assembly.
Cards and condolences were
also sent to Montgomery
County Councilman George
Leventhal and to the family of
the late council member
Marilyn Praisner.

ding in an effort to get the most
cost-effective services. But
when looking at the total
scope of managing Whet-
stone, judging overall cost-ef-
fectiveness is daunting. So I
decided a more realistic ap-
proach would be to compare
Whetstone with similar Vil-
lage communities (Patton
Ridge and Stedwick).

Using common property
acreage data provided by
Whetstone’s community
manager, I recently com-
pleted the comparison. I am
happy to say that in terms of
dollars spent per acre of com-
munity property, Whetstone
stands just as tall as its neigh-
bor communities.

Whetstone’s assessment
is higher than those of Patton
Ridge and Stedwick. But we
should make no judgments
based on this fact alone. Our
assessment equals our an-
nual budget divided by the
number of residences in
Whetstone and includes four
components: non-mainte-
nance, special contracts
(trash and security), mainte-
nance and reserves.

Non-maintenance items
include community manage-
ment, insurance, electricity,
other operating expenses. On
a per-residence basis, Whet-
stone’s non-maintenance ex-
penses are virtually identical
to Patton Ridge and Sted-
wick. So this budget item has
nothing to do with our higher
assessment. The same thing
can be said about trash col-
lection expenses. (It's not
possible to include security
in the comparison because
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different communities elect
and pay for substantially dif-
ferent levels of security ser-
vices.)

So the reasons for our
higher assessments must lie
in our maintenance budget
and/or reserve contribution.
This brings me back to the
opening paragraph. Larger
properties cost more to main-
tain than smaller properties.
On a per-residence basis,
Whetstone has more roads,
more paths and more grassy
area than either Patton Ridge
or Stedwick.

When we compare
Whetstone’s cost of cutting
grass and raking leaves with
similar costs in Patton Ridge
and Stedwick, and when we
compare snow removal, tree
pruning, street light repair,
etc., a reassuring picture
emerges. Aggregating the
maintenance expenses we
find that Whetstone’s main-
tenance expenses per-acre of
property maintained are
about the same as those of
Patton Ridge and Stedwick.
That’s the good news. The
“bad news” is that Whetstone
has more area per residence
to be maintained and there-
fore our per residence main-
tenance expense is higher.
This in turn drives our assess-
ment higher.

We are like the family in
the opening paragraph that
owns the bigger house. We
have more; we must pay more.
Personally I'm happy to pay
a little more for our more ex-
tensive grassy areas and
paths. I loved Whetstone’s
green spaces when we moved

here in 1973, and now I trea-
sure them even more as the
upcounty region gets increas-
ingly paved over.

This is not to say there are
no areas that need scrutiny.
Indeed, the comparison
shows that Whetstone’s street
light repair expenses and tree
pruning expenses should be
probed. But again, on a per-
acre of property maintained,
our maintenance expenses
are very similar to those of
Patton Ridge and Stedwick.

The larger reason for our
higher assessment lies with
the reserve component of the
budget. But this part of the
budget is a bit too involved to
include in this brief article. Let
me say that the comparison
results are similarly reassur-
ing. For residents interested in
the details, I have prepared a
PowerPoint presentation (31
slides) that gives the full re-
sults of the budgetary com-
parison. I will be happy to
email the presentation to any
Whetstone resident who re-
quests it.

Whetstone remains a beau-
tiful community, and when
you look closely, you find that
assessment dollars go just as
far here as they do in our
neighboring communities.

North Village 2007 annual report

The 2007 year was again
another very active year for the
North Village Home Corpora-
tion Board of Directors. Two
new volunteer directors were
appointed to the board and we
are now at full strength—nine
board directors. The board
continued to exercise over-
sight over our contractors to
ensure that community ser-
vices were delivered without
interruption. These services
include property manage-
ment, landscaping of common
property, snow and ice re-
moval/treatment, community
lighting of streets and parking
lots, professional accounting
of assessment fees collected
and funds disbursed, surveil-
lance of community property,
extermination services, trash
collection and representation
at numerous Montgomery Vil-
lage Foundation meetings and
activities.

In particular, a NVHC
board officer fully participated
in MVF Presidents” Council
meetings and played an active
role in restraining the MVF
assessment ceiling until better
budget data is made available;

other board members attended
circuit court judicial proceed-
ings related to the East Village
fence constructed along the
common boundary with the
Picton subdivision. For the first
time, the board was able to ob-
tain accurate measurements of
all the streets in North Village
needed to calculate future pav-
ing costs. We now know these
measurements, precisely, in
square yards. The board is not
only responsible for paving, but
also must provide additional
services including lighting, re-
moving snow and ice and pa-
trolling the streets in each of
our subdivisions. Significant
time is spent developing pro-
posals required to contract
competent contractors to do all
this work as well as supervis-
ing their performance. Often
the board must tailor propos-
als to fit the work specifications
of a subdivision according to
the common property dimen-
sions of that subdivision.

The annual private property
maintenance program was
conducted by individual
board members who inspected
residential properties to ensure
that homeowners are maintain-
ing their property in accor-
dance with community stan-

dards. This is a very time-con-
suming activity but necessary
to protect the value of North
Village property investments.

The Essex Place subdivi-
sions have been provided with
improved lighting since the
board installed new energy-
saving lighting fixtures en-
hancing the illumination for a
safer area.

Claudette Lease, our vice
president and also chair of the
MVF Environmental Commit-
tee, led a ‘walk-through’ of
Milton Kaufmann Park,
owned by MVF, to identify
maintenance challenges fol-
lowing the opening of the park
in 2006. MVF park mainte-
nance added value to the sur-
rounding NV residential prop-
erties.

Jeanne Powell, our NVHC
treasurer, has diligently pro-
vided financial leadership
through the past year ensur-
ing the sound investment of
our reserve funds and care-
fully reviewing expenditure
items, guided by our annual
budget. Jeanne also is a mem-
ber of the MVF Audit Commit-
tee. She will deliver a separate
2007 financial report.

Cheryl Watson has faith-
fully written news articles for
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the NVHC for publication in the
MVF newsletter. Although it’s
a time-consuming task, it’s es-
sential to adequately inform our
residents of current events and
developments. She also played
a significant role in leading the
Picton’s community in chal-
lenging the installation of a
1,600-foot fence separating
Picton from a neighboring sub-
division.

The 2008 year presents new
challenges, including the poli-
tics of maintaining the current
status of Wightman Road, de-
clining assessment collections,
PEPCO construction/safety
deficiencies and the continuing
storm water management pond
problems in Milton Kaufmann
Park.

Finally, my personal thanks
to the efforts of the NVHC board
members who have volun-
teered, often at significant sac-
rifice, to perform the many ad-
ministrative assignments and
tasks that a community of 887
residents requires. Although
continuous and often unrecog-
nized, your work has been criti-
cal to meeting our community
goals and objectives. Thank
you.

COMMITTEE UPDATES

Recreation Committee update

Several robust discussions
took place at the Feb. 13 meet-
ing of the Recreation Commit-
tee. Considerable energy was
put into a discussion of pos-
sible themes for the Fourth of
July Celebration. Suggestions
included Magical Village, Dis-
cover Montgomery Village
Land of OZ, Magical Kingdom,
Salute to the Troops, Salute to
American Heroes and Star-
spangled Celebration. Ideas
are also being solicited from
residents and others, and a list
will be sent to committee mem-
bers for input.

The committee also re-
viewed and commented on
submittals for replacement of
playground equipment in
South Valley Park. The mem-
bers particularly noted the ap-
peal of equipment that allows
multiple children to play at one
time. Staff will be checking ref-
erences on durability and at-
traction to children with oth-
ers who have similar equip-
ment installed.

A focus on working to go
green and LEED - EB guide-
lines were discussed. Execu-
tive Vice President David
Humpton shared some infor-
mation about the Leadership
in Energy and Environmental
Design and noted that commu-
nities can start with small im-
provements, such as energy-

saving light fixtures.

Request for proposals for the
design and engineering of the
Lake Whetstone Dock and
Boathouse Renovation had
been sent to nine companies
and advertised in The Washing-
ton Post.

This includes the develop-
ment of concept plans for sev-
eral options to renovate the
dock and boathouse within the
footprint of the pylons as per
Board direction. Once the bid
is awarded and concept plans
with estimated costs are com-
pleted, public meetings will be
scheduled for review and com-
ment.

It was reported that the ar-
chitect hired for the lawn the-
ater renovation met with Diane
Stasiewicz and George Smith,
MVF’s design consultant, to
talk about what would fit at the
site and what it should look
like. The feeling was that the
lawn theater should stand on
its own. MVF has a $100,000
grant for the renovation that
does not require MVF to match
the grant. It was noted that the
theater currently has no sound
system, no roof over the per-
formers and is lit by lights on
telephone poles. Committee
members discussed the need for
a roof to cover the performers
and equipment.

Volunteers are being sought
for the Maryland Community

Band Day that will be held
May 18 in the field area behind
the MVF office. The MVF Com-
munity Band will host the
event and will invite seven
other community bands to per-
form beginning at noon, with
the last band playing at 7 p.m.

The committee considered
several requests related to in-
creased funding for Village
Flags and flagpoles at all the
community centers. It was the
consensus of the committee
that there were higher priority
items for the 2009 budget. It was

suggested that the residents
might be more likely to buy vi-
nyl cling signs with the Mont-
gomery Village logo. The com-
mittee favored that idea.

The next meeting of the
committee is scheduled for
April 9.

Communications Committee update

The  Communications
Committee met on Feb. 27 to
discuss the new MVF web site,
which launched in January,
the communications plan and
marketing of the assessment
ceiling.

The committee reviewed the
existing content and com-
mented on the new web site. It
was mentioned that many
comments have been received
from the community. Initially,
the communications staff re-
ceived mixed reviews and it
was determined that residents
needed to become familiar
with navigating the new inter-
face. More recently, the public
has become more receptive,
providing constructive com-
ments. Staff has incorporated
suggestions from the commu-
nity and is constantly updat-
ing the site with new informa-
tion. Ideas as to future content
were discussed, such as resi-
dents having the ability to pay

assessments online among
other possible features. The
committee commended the
communications staff on its ef-
forts in bringing the new web
site to fruition.

The discussion then turned
to the draft communications
plan, which was developed to
provide guidance for the com-
munications staff. The plan en-
tails strategies and tactics that
will be used to promote the
Foundation and the Village.
The committee made sugges-
tions as to how to measure suc-
cesses for identified goals such
as the launching of the web site,
the “Discover” series market-
ing campaign, Village News
readership and other internal
efforts.

Committee members also
made recommendations for an
approach to marketing the as-
sessment ceiling to residents.
The committee thought it was
imperative that a concerted ef-
fort be made to educate the com-

munity on the assessment ceil-
ing. It was suggested that mar-
keting early is key as is having
the ability to connect to resi-
dents individually and homes
corps representatives. The use
of more visuals in presenta-
tions and print were also sug-
gested. This may be useful in
helping the public to compre-
hend the proposed ceiling in-
crease and help residents un-
derstand how the increase
would benefit them.

The next meeting of the
Communications Committee is
scheduled for May 7 at the MVF
office, 10120 Apple Ridge
Road.
